Virginia Tech:  April 16, 2007 

John Brownlee served as the United States Attor-

ney for the Western District of Virginia from 2001 

– 2008.  As U.S. Attorney, Mr. Brownlee was the 

top federal law enforcement official for Virginia‘s 

52 western counties.  On April 16, 2007, Mr. 

Brownlee responded, along with other members of 

federal and state law enforcement, to the Virginia 

Tech shootings.  Mr. Brownlee will discuss some 

of the lessons from the deadliest shooting incident 

by a single gunman in United States history.

JASON‘s theory of science education is 

based on lighting the spark of inspiration through 

sustained connections with ―great explorers and 

great events‖ in core curriculum. The result is 

deeper student engagement, increased motivation 

and higher achievement.  

 

Engineering Specialty Center at Arnold R.  

Burton Technology Center 

Roanoke County Public School‘s Engineering Spe-

cialty Center provides a specialized program for 

students gifted in math and science to apply those 

skills. The program gives students an opportunity 

to take part in engineering internships with local 

businesses and government agencies in order to test 

their interest in engineering and to teach the basics 

of research and project development that are 

needed for success in post-secondary engineering 

programs. The main emphasis of the program is to 

integrate math and science into the engineering 

course work. The program was recognized with a 

2008 NSBA Magna Award.  

 

Early Identification Program 

This presentation contains information about an 

effective award winning partnership between 

George Mason University and Prince William 

County Public Schools.  The Early Identification 

Program (EIP) is designed to motivate and assist 

students who are the first in their families to attend 

college.
